Course Content:  College Algebra is a broad and important subject in mathematics that lays the foundation for general scientific knowledge.  In this class we will cover polynomials, linear equations, the division algorithm, linear algebra, lines, circles, tangents, finding roots, summation of series, and trigonometric functions.
