Text: The Mathematical Palette, 3rd ed.
Course Content:  Math 111 is designed to be an interesting and fun course where students learn how mathematics is incorporated into everyday life.  This spring we will cover parts of the chapters in the book concerning: Logical Thinking (chpt. 2), Sets and Counting (chpt. 3), Probability (chpt. 4), Finance Matters (chpt. 9), and Geometry and Art (chpt. 7).  
Attendance:  Although attendance is not required, it is important to come to every class. The only way to learn mathematics is through constant work and attendance is a simple way to make sure you’re thinking mathematically for three hours a week.  Although not sufficient, these three hours work as a good base as you have the teacher to answer any questions and do not have to rely solely on the text.  
Reading Text:  Students are expected to read sections in the text as they are covered in class.  Although it is best to critically read all material before it is presented in class, it is still beneficial to at least skim a section before it is covered in class and then to read it thoroughly after a lecture has covered the material.

Homework:  Weekly homework will be assigned throughout the semester and collected each week.  For each assignment, I will select one or two problems to grade on everyone’s paper, both for completeness and correctness.  If you use multiple sheets of paper, you must staple all sheet of paper together.  Unstapled papers will not receive any credit.  Late homework will not be accepted.  
Exams and Grades:  All exams will be closed book and closed notebook unless otherwise specified.  Makeup exams will only be administered in the presence of an excused absence.  If you know you can’t make an exam, you must let me know a week prior to the test so we can set up a make up exam date that is both fair and reasonable.  Cheating is a serious offense in this course.  Anyone caught cheating will receive at minimum, a zero on the compromised test.  The Final Exam will be comprehensive.
