MEASURING POLYGONS WITH THE TI-73 GEOBOARD

Your TI-73 has a built-in geoboard!  Here are some suggestions for getting started, but there is more that can be done.

Getting Started

To start it up, press “APPS”, press “4”, then press any key.

Select the size of your board by pressing a number “1” through “5”.

From now on, the small menu at the bottom of the screen corresponds to the five red buttons at the top of the calculator keypad.

Making a Polygon

Use the arrow keys to move the cursor to the desired pin.

Press “DRAW”, then press “ADD’.

Move the cursor to a different pin, and press “ADD”.

Move the cursor to a different pin, not in line with the first two, and press “ADD”.

Continue in this way, stretching your “virtual rubber band” over more pins.

When you are finished, press “DONE”.

Then press “QUIT” to exit the drawing routing.

Measuring Your Polygon

Press “MEAS”.

Press “2” to measure area.

Move the cursor onto one of the vertices (corners) of your polygon and press “ENTER”.  The area will appear on the screen.  If you wish, you may store it in list LI by pressing “L1”.  Otherwise, press “QUIT”.

Press “MEAS”.

Press “3” to measure perimeter.

Move the cursor onto one of the vertices (corners) of your polygon and press “ENTER”.  The perimeter will appear on the screen.  If you wish, you may store it in list L2 by pressing “L2”.  Otherwise, press “QUIT”.

Exiting Geoboard

Press “OPTN”.

Press “1” to go to the Main Menu.

Press “2” to exit this board.

Press “1” if you don’t want to save the board.

Use the arrow keys to highlight “QUIT” at the top of the screen, and press “2” to quit.
