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GROUP DIRECTION SHEET

GOAL FOR ALL GROUPS: To make the differentiation terms
meaningful by placing them into groups according to similarity
and then labeling these groups of terms. The outcome will be a
web of interconnected differentiated terms with labels
explaining the groupings.

MATERIALS:
Sticky notes
Blue Term Cards
Orange Label Cards
Pen/pencil to write label
Transparency of Choices
3 x5 cards

CHOICES:

Level 1 - Easiest: Take the term cards (light biue) and label
cards (orange) and arrange them into a web so that words are
placed into similar groups and then given the same label.

Level 2 - Intermediate: Take the term cards (light blue) and
then sort the words into similar groups. Create your own
labels using the sticky-notes to write on.

Level 3 - Advanced: Create your own differentiated terms
(about 20-25) on the provided 3x5 cards. Then, sort these
words into similar groups. Next, create labels for these groups
of words by writing on the sticky notes what the group
represents.

TIME ALLOTMENT: 8-10 minutes

WHAT TO DO AFTERWARD:

+ Discuss your web. What would you add and subtract from
it? How else could we have made this web?

+ Complete the Group Evaluation Form

+ Keep the web intact because, teachers may want to walk
around and see how you formed the web.
