The Data & Story Library (DASL)

DASL (pronounced "dazzle") is an online library of datafiles and stories that illustrate the use of basic statistics methods. The stories can be searched by topic or by method (i.e. a type of graph or statistical technique).

Import Data from DASL to Excel
Cut and Paste the data into Notepad or another simple text editor.  If necessary, “clean up” the data so that each line of data has the same number of “words” and will fill the same number of columns.  Save the file. 

Open a blank Excel worksheet. Go to File -> Open and open the notepad file you just created.  Select “Delimited” then Next. Choose an appropriate delimiter (most likely “tab”) and verify that the data looks correct.  Select Finish.
