Directions for Using Wingeom to Make Graphs of Lines

1.
Go to webpage: http://math.exeter.edu/rparris/ or type in peanut software from any search engine.  

2.
Click on wingeom.

3.
Click on the Wingeom at the very top of the page.  Choose run if you have a pop-up window come up.  It will ask you where you want to unzip the folder to, the default will be c:\peanut and you can just choose unzip.  

4.
Go to My Computer, then C:\, and open the peanut folder.  Choose the wingeom.exe file.  You may want to right click on the program and choose send to … desktop if you would like the icon to be on your desktop.  

5.
Once the program is opened, choose window, 2-dim.

6.
To set up the grid, go to View, and then to Grid.  Choose the boxes for axes and arrows if you would like them to appear on your graph.  At the bottom of the box, under grid, choose rectangular and the grid will appear.  You can choose apply at any time to see what your graph looks like.  If you would like the scale to appear on your graph, then mark the boxes under scale.  

7.
If you would like your axes to be darker than the other lines, then choose View, Axes, and choose screen thickness or print thickness and change the value for the thickness.  Screen thickness will change what it looks like on the computer and print thickness will change what it prints like.  You can also change the colors of the axes or gridlines from this menu.  
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8.
Go to Btns menu and then choose Toolbar.  If you would like to draw lines then choose lines on that toolbar.  

9.
Use your right mouse button to make two points on your graph.  Use your left mouse button to draw the line connecting the two points.    Your graph might look something like this:

If you would like your line to appear darker (especially for horizontal or vertical lines), then choose the Edit menu, then choose Highlights, and then choose Line attributes.  Change the thickness to 3 and the color and style to whatever you prefer.  Now your graph might look like this:

If you don't want the labels for the points to appear on your graph, then choose the Edit menu, then the Labels menu, then choose Letters on/off.  
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12.
If you need the points to appear larger so that the students can see specific points, then choose Edit menu, then Labels, then Bullet size, and try a size 7.  To change what the points look like you can hit control+d several times to see your options.  Your graph might look like this now:

13.
If you want to change the point after it is drawn, use the Btns menu and choose Drag Vertices.  You can now use the left mouse button to drag your points and line around.  

14.
To paste your graph to word, first resize your window in wingeom to the size you will want it, the resizing in wingeom will cause less distortion than if you resize it after you have pasted it to Word.  If you need to change your View again after you have resized your window.  Now go to the File menu and then choose copy to clipboard, or just use ctrl+c to copy and then ctrl+v to paste it in your Word document.  If you would like a frame around your graph, then choose File and then Format in wingeom, and choose frame image.

Once you have pasted into Word, left click on the graph once to select it, then right click on the graph and choose Format Picture.   Go to the Layout tab and then choose a square layout, this will cause the rest of your text to go around your graph and allow you to drag the graph around with your mouse.
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
