Open SNDS account:

Step 1. Change your PAC number from its initial settings (your birthday).  Call the UK VIP system (257-7000) and an automated attendant will walk you through changing your personal access code (PAC#) to a four digit, confidential number.  You cannot use 0000.

Step 2.  Create a SNDS (Student Novel Directory Services) account. If you do not already have an e-mail address, also create an e-mail account.  Set up the accounts at the Health Sciences Computer Lab (6th floor, Health Sciences Learning Center), King Computer Lab (Room 213, King Library), Young Computer Lab

(Room B-28, Young Library), or Business and Economics Information Center (Room 100, Business and Economics Building).  Consultants are on duty to assist you.  (You need a SNDS account to use any Student Computing Services computer labs.)  Write down your account information and keep it in a safe place.
