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It's an election year! The big question on everyone's mind is, "does

my vote matter?" We will look at voting theory from a geometric
perspective in this talk. In particular, we will see how, in an

election with three candidates and eleven voters, by changing the vote
counting procedure (but not changing the voter preferences), any of
the candidates can win! More generally, we will discuss some of the
history of voting theory with the work of Borda and Condorcet in
France in the late 1700's and we will explain using simple geometry
how some crazy voting paradoxes can arise.
